Case Study:
Savannah College of Art and Design
is currently rehabilitating the Peters
House, an 1889 Victorian Queen
Anne residence in Atlanta. When
completed, the facility will serve
as a cultural arts and writing center
where students and community
members can gather for poetry
and book readings, seminars and
lectures by prominent authors, as
well as chamber music concerts.
The Peters House has received
$130,000 in grant money over
the last two years to help fund it s
rehabilitation.
